b. Document, and One Church Document as well as a process evaluating the
previous year’s plan for what to stop, pause, start.

c. Each Campus is permitted campus specific aspects to the Strategic Ministry Plan
and is also responsible to carry out the Core Ministry Plan at each Campus
location. Both Core and Campus ministry plans need to be decided upon each
spring in our Strategic Planning and budgeting process.

2. Develop a Core and Campus Ministry Budget for the ministry year.
